Any University President has the power for educating an entire community of thinkers and doers.  This strategy for educating throughout one learning community multiplies the values of human understanding.  Research is always looking to future events, future discoveries, future intelligence that grasps new meanings, makes new knowledge claims.  Science research sets a very high standard of verification:  knowledge claims must be tested under conditions where it is possible to falsify the claims.  Truth ( verification) is a top value.  "Truth is beauty, beauty truth", wrote a poet.  The vision for widespread human understanding is also a top value. World wide educating is a possibility.

                                        THE FUTURE OF E-TUTORING IN SCIENCE AND EDUCATING   
       
THE VISION.
A few years ago Stanford Professor Larry Cuban published a widely-read book about poor uses of computers in the university setting. In short, university professors have been very slow to use computers in teaching undergraduates.  A significant shift of university events has just happened in California.  The governing body, the Board of Regents, intends for higher education to grant bachelor degrees to students via computer teaching and tutoring.  They propose the use of the highest standards of academic excellence.  It will not be a "cheap" degree, in their view. Future students do not need to use campus facilities.  Hence, costs will be reduced significantly, depending on number of students served.
 

Many universities now offer distance learning opportunities for off-campus students.  Computer programs now engage the smartest thinkers in activities similar to what now happens in the best university seminars. In business, "Webinars" are available for increasing sales showing that issues of privacy, secrecy and content protection are satisfied. Google now makes available over a hundred recorded lectures by famous professors if you have log-in via pin number and ID verification. 
 

POSSIBILITIES FOR FUTURE ACTIONS.
 

1.  FEEDBACK.
          With e-mail connecting two people, it is possible to plan direct, immediate feedback that shares meanings at the time it happens.  One person can be in a NY time zone three hours later than a time zone in California, but they meet at the same time on a computer.  I have tutored PhDs in Ireland; tutoring anywhere  around the world is now possible.  World wide educating is possible.  Learning is always a new happening.  Tutoring is always a new happening. Learning is in the future, also.
         And, "expertise" is available. Google search programs reach into encyclopedias for facts, concepts, definitions, principles, and history.
It is as if the teacher is explaining the meanings of the materials of instruction to students right now, immediately.
 

2.  THREADED DISCUSSIONS.
          E-tutoring can be set up so two, three, five people are involved at the same time.  When a disputed issue arises, then each
and every person can think about it and suggest solutions to the problematic situation.  Perhaps a good answer is made.  Immediately
all the computers make a record of the event.  Records of events are the facts of the case, added to the key concepts of the
questions asked. A small piece of knowledge has been constructed and shared.  Just like science research workshops !!
 

3.  PERSONAL JOURNALS.  JOURNAL KEEPING. NOTE-TAKING.
       Most writers keep notes in a journal or diary or notebook at the time events are happening.  The writer gets a hunch, an insight, a possibility, a feeling.  It is similar to students in classes taking notes as the lecturer talks.  The lap-top computer immediately makes records of thinking and felt meanings.  University libraries are filled with lap-tops.
 

4.  GRASPING A MEANING NOT OUR OWN.
        Grasping a new meaning is necessary for human learning.  Learning is two-step:  grasp a meaning, then learn the meaning.
It is the meaning that is learned.  Felt-significance happens.  Example.  Think of listening to a joke, when you "get the joke" you laugh, express a feeling of catching on with laughter.  Typically, jokes are quickly forgetten.  So, if you want to remember the joke, then you learn the joke.  You feel the joke. You may write the joke on your computer. Some keep records of all sorts of feelings.
 

5.  UNIQUE LEARNERS. 
        Every learner is unique.  Why?  Because no one else can learn FOR us.  There is no Royal Road to learning. You have to do it yourself.  The e-tutor tutors him or her self, sometimes.
        Hand-typing. Handwriting.  Writing makes inner meanings external. The subjective meaning is made into an objective record by writing.  The conflict and contrast between Objective and Subjective values is minimal when writing happens.
 

6.  PEDAGOGY. MAXIM.    if every meeting of teacher-and-student began with this recognition of their uniqueness as a person, then events of schooling and educating would undergo remarkable improvement.
