STEM Fellowship, Internship and Scholarship Opportunities

ASEE/NSF SMALL BUSINESS POSTDOCTORAL RESEARCH DIVERSITY FELLOWSHIP. ASEE, in partnership with the national Science Foundation (NSF), will place 50 recent Ph.D. recipients in designated active Phase II Small Business Innovation Research (SBIR) participating companies. Trained recipients will engage in hands-on research projects in their areas of expertise. To be eligible, candidates must have been awarded, within three years to the date of their application, a Ph.D., Sc.D. or other earned doctoral degree in a STEM-related discipline supported by the National Science foundation. Spring 2011 Ph.D. candidates may apply but may not begin their fellowship until a degree is received. Candidates must be U.S. citizens, U.S. nationals, or permanent residents. Qualified women and underrepresented minorities are especially encouraged to apply. Fellowship recipients will receive an annual stipend of $75,000 plus full health benefits for at least one year. The deadline is ongoing, and fellowships will be filled on a first-come, first-served basis. THE NAVAL POSTDOCTORAL FELLOWSHIP PROGRAM. This program is open to U.S. citizens and legal permanent residents and offers a competitiveness stipend as well as insurance, relocation and travel allowances. Locations include Naval Research Lab (NRL) and the Naval Surface Warfare Center/Indian Head. The program offers one- to three-year postdoctoral fellowships designed to involve scientists and engineers from academia and industry in scientific and technical areas of interest and relevance to the Navy. The program has a rolling admissions policy. THE NAVAL RESEARCH ENTERPRISE INTERN PROGRAM (NREIP). NREIP is a 10-week summer research opportunity for undergraduate sophomores, juniors, seniors and graduate students at a participating Naval Laboratory. This is the first year the program will be accepting sophomores. The stipend amounts for the program are $5,250 for sophomores, $7,880 for juniors and seniors and $10,500 for graduate students. U.S. citizenship is required; permanent residents and dual citizens are accepted at certain labs. (Please see web site for details). The online application process opens October 1, 2011, and all those wishing to be considered must have their applications completed and submitted by January 6, 2012. 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THE SCIENCE AND ENGINEERING APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM (SEAP). SEAP is an eight-week summer research opportunity at participating Office of Naval Research laboratories for high school students who have completed at least grade 9. Applicants must be 16 years of age for most laboratories, and U.S. citizens or permanent residents (Please see web site for details). A graduating senior is also eligible to apply. The stipends for the summer program are $3,150 for new students and $3,680 for returning students. The application opens October 1, 2011 and must be completed by January 6, 2012. 2012 GRADUATE RESEARCH FELLOWSHIP PROGRAM (GRFP). The 2012 GRFP application is now open at http://www.fastlane.nsf.gov/grfp/. The National Science Foundation (NSF) anticipates making up to 2,000 awards depending on the availability of funds. The GRFP award consists of a $30,000 annual stipend and a $10,000 cost of education allowance paid to the institution (anticipated to increase to $12,000 for 2012) and is renewable for up to three years. Applicants must be U.S. citizens, U.S. nationals or permanent residents, be pursuing a research-focused Master’s or Ph.D. degree in a NSF-supported field and have completed no more than 12 months of full time graduate study as of August 1, 2011. Applicants may not have earned a graduate or professional degree to be eligible for the 2012 GRFP. Prospective applicants should refer to the 2012 program for full details about eligibility.
